This Toyota model also enjoyed massive global and local exposure as the 

new year started with another successful foray into the Dakar Rally, which was 

held in Saudi Arabia for the first time. Hilux had to be satisfied with runner-up 

position this time, after winning the 2019 event.

The Toyota Hilux was not only the most popular one-ton bakkie in South Africa 

in 2019 but it was also the best selling model range in the total market. A Hilux 

was also a class winner in the first WesBank Fuel Economy Tour of SA in 

partnership with FNB.

Volvo was the top-seller in the extra heavy truck market in SA in 2019. It had 

been third in this very competitive market at the end of 2018, but enjoyed a 

4.8% increase in market share in 2019 to end with a 23.2% penetration and 

top spot.

Isuzu was the top selling truck in the heavy commercial vehicle market for the 

sixth year in succession.
